Challenges to Arizona State Parks

Arizona’s 27 State Parks and three dedicated Natural Areas present a glimpse of Arizona's rich
cultural heritage and spectacular geographic landscape. Open spaces, historic sites, and recreational

parks offer experiences as diverse as Arizona itself.

Threats to Arizona State Parks are greater
today than at any other time in the park
system’s 53-year history.

¢ Legislative budget raids and transfers of
park funds ($57 million in 18 months),
including gate fees, have severely
impaired the Arizona State Parks agency;

¢ Having no State Park dedicated and
sustainable funding source leaves
Arizona State Parks unable to manage park
operations and with an uncertain future;

¢ Delayed investment in historic parks
increases the future costs of preservation
and restoration;

¢ Funds dedicated to planning for future
parks are unavailable;

e As demand for open and recreational
spaces increases, supply of these
resources is dwindling.
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Arizona State Parks Foundation is
meeting these threats to our state
park system by:

e Advocating for a sustainable Arizona State
Parks system,

¢ Fund-raising to support programs, activities
and needs of Arizona State Parks;

e Cultivating and facilitating formation of
Friends groups;
